1. HEADING 2

This is a template for preparing paper proposals for DST 2018, using Styles. This paragraph, for example, uses the style DST Body text to ensure that the text is in 12pt Times New Roman with the right line spacing, and so on. This style automatically provides a 6pt space after paragraphs, which means that you do not need double returns between paragraphs. Other styles, such as the DST Abstract (with a 6pt space after and 12pt space before), DST Heading 1(with a 6pt space after and 6pt space before), and DST Heading 2 (with a 6pt space after and 12pt space before) styles used above, automatically produce the appropriately formatted text. The use of styles helps to ensure a consistent appearance for all papers in the conference proceedings. Please use only styles which names start with “DST ...”.

1.2 This is Style DST Heading 3

Three heading styles should suffice to structure your paper: DST Heading 1 for the title, DST Heading 2 for main sections, and DST Heading 3 (with a 6pt space after and 6pt space before) for subsections. Please number sections or sub-sections (see the numbered sections and subsections in this document). NOTE: the numbering should not be formatted as a MS list, but in-text numbers (as in this template).

2. Using this document

The easiest way to use this document is to keep a copy of this original template and then save a copy of this file using the intended filename for your proposal. Files should be saved in DOCX-format and filenames should indicate the kind of proposal and name of the presenting contributor. For example, a Research Paper by Meimaris and Moutsios-Rentzos, where Meimaris is the presenting author, should have the filename RR_Meimaris.docx (_ is an underscore not a space). Please use MC, WS and SY respectively for Multimodal Communication, Workshop, Symposium.

The page limits for these are as follows (see also §: a) Research Papers, 10 pages, b) Multimodal Communications, 2 pages, c) Workshops, 8 pages, and d) Symposia, 4 pages for the Symposium description and 6 pages for each of contributors. You must follow these page limits, otherwise the proposal will not be considered for the conference. Please make sure you have not changed font sizes, margins, or paper size.

The simplest way to work with this template is to start typing over what is already here. Please make sure that you are using the appropriate style for each part of the paper (you can see which style applies to a particular paragraph by inserting the cursor in the paragraph and looking at the “style” box visible in the Formatting Toolbar; usually next to the boxes showing the Font and Font Size). Please, do not forget to replace the header text at the top of a page “Last names of authors in the order as on the paper” with the last names of the authors as specified (in our example, it would be Meimaris & Moutsios-Rentzos). 
2.1 Tables, Figures, Quotes, Transcripts and Bullet Lists

Please use APA style guide to prepare your tables, which are often a challenge. Tables and figures can be labelled as below (this approach differs from APA conventions). Ensure that tables and figures do not spread outside the margins of the page. Please Try to avoid the use of too much grey scale, as this does not always print well; a good way to test is to make a photocopy of your document after printing it out. If the photocopy looks good, then it should print well. The text within the tables is in DST Table text (with a 3pt space after and 0pt space before).

Table 1: Titles of tables, figures, diagrams, are in the style DST Figure Table Title (with a 6pt space after and 3pt space before). (Horizontal lines are only placed above and below the column headings and at the end of the table. In general there should not be any vertical lines. )

Figure 1: Titles of tables, figures, diagrams, are in the style DST Figure Table Title. The style for the figure is DST Figure text (with a 0pt space after and 0pt space before).

Quotes shorter than two lines are normally included within the text, inside quotation marks. For longer quotations, use the following style.

Indented quotations (more than two lines) are in the style DST Quote (with a 6pt space after and 0pt space before). You must not use this size font for the whole paper!

If you wish to include some transcripts, you may use either of the styles DST Numbered Transcript or DST Transcript, as in the examples below.

First, we show the DST Numbered Transcript style (with 0pt space before each paragraph and a 6pt space after the last line only:

In case you need a bullet list, please use the DST Bullet style:

This uses DST Bullet to achieve the bullet list, so that the text hangs and lines up properly.

Note that the style automatically adds a 6pt space only after the last bulleted paragraph (please add it manually, in case it does not appear). No space is added for the other bullets.

Finally, please do not use footnotes in your paper. If notes are required please use endnotes, within the page limits of the document. 

2.2. Page set-up and formatting 

The page set-up in this template has the correct requirements. Please use formatting for A4 paper, size 21cm x 29.7cm. This is important for the preparation of proceedings. Margins should be set at 2.5cm top and 2.5cm bottom; 2cm left and 2cm right.

If you need to work with the Letter format while preparing drafts, the margins are 0.6” top and 0.7 ” bottom with 0.9” left and right for US 8.5” x 11” paper. This means the text area is 17 cm by 24.7 cm (or 6.7” by 9.7”). When your paper is finished, please remember to convert back to A4 with the A4 margins above before submitting it. Please ensure your paper is within the correct page limit. 

All text should be Times New Roman. The spacing in all styles single (with a 6pt, 3pt or 0pt spacing after paragraph depending on the style as described above). Sizes are: 12 point for DST Normal, and DST Figure Table Title; 11 point for DST Quote, DST Reference, DST Transcript and DST Numbered Transcript. DST Heading 1 is 14 point, DST Heading 2 andDST Heading 3 are both 13 point.
2.3 Presenting references

The references should be presented as shown at the end of this document with the heading set using the DST Heading 3 style. References use the DST Reference style (with a 3pt space after and 0pt space before) which results in 11 point type and a hanging indent.

Authors should follow the APA Publication Manual Sixth Edition reference styles for references. In general, within text citations should follow the rules: a) for paraphrasing, Author (Year) or (Author, Year), and b) for quotes, Author (Year, page) mentioned that “[quoted text]” Author (Year, page) or “[quoted text]” (Author, Year, page).

For example, a paraphrase maybe cited as: This may be also linked with the students’ active engagement with the multiple re-organisations of a proof (Hein & Prediger, 2007).
For example, a quote maybe cited as: Sternberg’s (1999) thinking style is defined as the “preferred way of using the ability one has” (p. 8).

All publications cited must appear in the reference list, and all publications in the reference list must be cited. The references are included in the page count.

3. Information about Multimodal Communications, Workshops and Symposia
Contributors of Multimodal Communications are expected to submit two files. The first file is a 2-page extended summary of the presented study (in line with the present template), which will be included in the Conference Proceedings. The second file is a DST video file in mpeg4 format, which will be shown during the conference Please note that no abstract is required in this case. Please note that the whole idea of the Multimodal Communication is to replace the poster format usually found in conferences. Hence, the topic of the DST should be what the project articulated in the abstract. It may or may not include another digital story of the presented project, but the DST itlef should be able to communicate the project. You may conceptualise the required DST as DST showcasing your project even when you are not there (just like a poster does in a conference).

Regarding Symposia, it is stressed that it essentially consists of two parts. The first part is the 4-page description of the Symposium (co-signed by all contributors). The second part consists of each of the 6-page contributions (signed by each contributor).

The workshop contributors are required to provide an 8-page description of the workshop (its rationale, theoretical background, organisation, materials etc).

Please do not forget to appropriately cite all the included literature within text, as well add the respective references in the end of each contribution.
Endnotes/Acknowledgements/Grants

1. Please do not use footnotes.

2. Use only numbered endnotes; in the case it is absolutely necessary to do so. Use the style DST Endnotes (which adds a 6pt space only after the last endnote).

3. You may also use this style for ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS and/or GRANTS.
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
