Authors who absolutely want to emphasize a term may do so using bold, but not italic or underlined characters. Use of capital letters in headlines and text should be avoided.

The contribution with or without footnotes page, will include a bibliography at the end of text.

Quotations
The « quotes are always french quoted and in italics ». Any modification (deletion, addition, substitution of words or letters, etc...) within the quotation is indicated by right brackets [...]. If necessary, use English quotation in a passage already quoted (“…”).
All quotations in a language other than this used in the section must be translated in the text or notes.
